Permanent Deacons:

Bishop Marcus is encouraging us all to fervently pray
for vocations to the priesthood, diaconate, and religious
life. In our Diocese, we have Permanent Deacons at
work across the diocese, however more are needed
especially in parts of the diocese where there are no
active deacons.

If you are interested in exploring the permanent
diaconate, you are invited to an information morning
with the Diocesan Permanent Diaconate Team
on Saturday 24th January at 10.30am until 12noon at
Hinsley Hall, 62 Headingley Lane, Leeds. Wives will be
most welcome attending this event.

Deacons are ordained to a public permanent ministry,
while usually still in employment. Their talents, working
life, as well as their married and family life, all add to the
life experiences brought into their ministry. This working
and family experience, enhanced by the grace of
ordination, places Deacons in a unique position to
serve. What is a Deacon? Deacons are to be a living
icon of "Christ the Servant’ within the Church. A Deacon
is first to become as Christ in his servant roles,
orientated to the needs of the community in which he
serves. The ordained ministry of a Deacon has three
parts: Word, that is proclaiming the gospel, preaching,
and catechising. Liturgy, exercised in personal prayer,
the administration of Baptism, as an ordinary minister of
the Eucharist, in blessing of religious artifacts etc. and
as an ordinary minister for wedding and funeral
services. A crucial third role of the deacon is that of
Charity; a role exercised through encouragement and
servant leadership in whatever may be needed within
and beyond the community he serves.

This year we shall be supporting two charities based in
the Holy Land, the first is “The Friends of the Holy
Land”, a charity whom we have supported over the
years, and continue to do so. FHL's aims are to
support and care for Christians living with extreme
suffering and injustice in the Occupied Palestinian
Territories (West Bank, East Jerusalem and Gaza),
Jordan and lIsrael.
